TRENZA is a sixteen year-old student organization on the UC Berkeley campus dedicated to serving the Chicana/Latina community.  TRENZA strives to provide Chicana/Latina women with academic, community, and social support in order to ensure their success at UC Berkeley.  Members meet weekly to discuss issues affecting Chicana/Latina women, develop workshops, and participate in activities affecting our community including academia, careers, health, and culture.  Members of TRENZA network and work with UC Berkeley staff, faculty, students and alumni to access and secure campus and community resources for individual members of TRENZA as well as the larger community.

TRENZA recognizes the need to support other Chicana/Latinas in their academic endeavors. We also believe that we have a responsibility to encourage other young Chicana/Latinas to pursue higher education.  We demonstrate this encouragement by offering two $500 scholarships to graduating Chicana/Latina high school seniors.

The “TRENZA Founding Mother Scholarship” is awarded in honor of the Chicana/Latina women who founded Trenza after recognizing a lack of academic, community, and social support for Chicana/Latinas on the UC Berkeley campus.  In the spring of 1995 a group of eleven women began informal meetings which manifested into a major support network serving over 100 women and now celebrates an eight year anniversary.  This scholarship is designed to reward those, who like Trenza’s founding mothers encountered a difficult challenge but yet continue to succeed in their personal and/or academic endeavors.  The “Viva La Mujer Scholarship” is designed to recognize a woman who contributes to the community while excelling in academics.

Based on your community service experience, focus on one of the activities that you participated in and how it has allowed you to grow both personally and academically.
